March sure came in like a lion, but now it seems as if it will go out like 
a lamb. However, we who support the cause of ending breast cancer 
need to continue the fight like lions - with tenacity and endurance. 
One can read news stories every day of a new protein or gene or 
enzyme that will "cure" breast cancer. Truth is, all of those advances 
give hope - and will certainly advance the treatment of the disease - 
but we still don't have a "cure." 
  
Educated consumers know that breast cancer is not one, but many 
varieties, each with its own progression and treatment. We do pretty 
well with the "triple positive" receptor cancers (estrogen, 
progesterone, & Her2Nu) with existing chemo, radiation, and follow-
up drugs (Tamoxifen, Femara, etc.), but we still have little treatment 
for the "triple negatives" that are usually more aggressive, affect 
younger women, and are more prevalent in African American women. 
  
So we need to keep funding research, educating people, and 
advocating that federal funds and programs keep coming to Florida. 
We need to sell more license plates (a painless $25 annual donation 
to research and education), to reach out to more women (and men), 
to keep going strong. 
  
You are so important to us - you encourage us to continue, you 
support us with your dollars, you join us in the fight. We appreciate 
each one of you.
